Idaho Council on Children's Mental Health 
In February 2001, Gov. Dirk Kempthorne issued an executive order establishing the Idaho Council on Children's Mental Health. The Lieutenant Governor chairs the Council, which includes appointed members from the Departments of Health and Welfare, Juvenile Corrections, and Education, and representatives from the legislature, judicial branch, children's mental health service providers, families, and advocacy groups. The ICCMH is developing guidelines, desired outcomes, and outcome measures for local councils that will be developed regionally across the State of Idaho. 

Local councils will be comprised of representatives of local agencies, community partners, and parents. Their key function is to improve community based services for children with Serious Emotional Disturbances (SED) and their families. Their focus will be on developing community partnerships and reviewing cases of children with SED that may be at risk of being place outside of their communities either for treatment of within the juvenile justice system. 
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
